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Tax filers can request a transcript, free of charge, by using the options below.
When applying for a transcript, the address they are requesting is the one listed on the latest tax return.

If you have filed an AMENDED RETURN: You must request the IRS Record of Account Transcript for the
requested tax year. This Record of Account Transcript combines the Tax Return and the Tax Account transcripts
into one complete transcript. This transcript is available for the current tax year and returns processed during the
prior three years. You can do this by following the steps below.
